Cleaning and Maintenance

e Slate — May appear dulled or chalky over time as the natural product dries out. To maintain

a black color apply baby oil with a clean rag.

¢ Marble — Clean with warm water and soap. Avoid using any cleaners with abrasives or acids

in them.

¢ Mantels — Painted Mantels will need to be caulked and touched up with paint as needed.

Stained Mantels may need a fresh coat of polyurethane over time.

e Stone Facade — Most applications require no maintenance.
o Applications where dirt or dust may accumulate can be washed occasionally.
o Woater and a soft-bristle brush can be used (DO NOT use a wire brush).

o Mild soap or detergent and water can be used and rinsed immediately with fresh water.

o DO NOT attempt to clean with acid or acid based products.
